Catalog Description: 

Prerequisite: permission of department. Repeatable to 6 credits. Students place themselves in work experiences related to their stated career goals for a minimum of fifteen hours a week for a semester. Each student must do an in-depth study in some portion of the work experience and produce a special project and report related to this study. A student work log is also required. An evaluation from the external supervisor of the project will be required.

Course Emphasis:

The internship course involves work by individual students with local agencies, foundations, or businesses. Occasionally, students will get internship credit for work in a university laboratory but the preferred experience is to work in an off-campus setting.  ENST 389 is usually taken during the students junior or senior year. The internship work occupies approximately 15 hours per week over a semester-long period (about 15 weeks). Students often do their internship during the summer and take on the work as a kind of part time job. At the end of the internship, students submit a report describing their work to the Internship Coordinator.  

Internship Search Procedure:

Ultimately securing an internship position is the responsibility of the student. The Undergraduate Coordinator as well as the Internship Coordinator will assist in helping to find internship possibilities only when the student demonstrates independent effort. Examples of former experiences may be a good starting point. 

Course Requirements:

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Your internship should provide you with an invaluable experience. More than classwork, it is meant to be an essential tool in directing your future by making contacts and gaining hands-on experience. To better ensure each student getting the most out of their internship, we have 4 basic requirements:

1.  You must obtain approval from the ENST Department Internship Coordinator, making sure your internship is good placement.

2.  You must spend approximately15 hours per week, over the duration of a semester, at your internship (totaling approximately 225 hours). It is recommended that you keep a daily log discussing what you’ve done and/or learned each day.

3.  Early in the semester in which you have registered for your internship credits, the Internship Coordinator will arrange a time to meet and discuss the expectations of your required paper. You will submit the paper by the last day of classes in that semester.

4.  You must have your supervisor send a letter to the Internship Coordinator, including a short paragraph confirming that you did perform the duties you wrote about in your paper. The letter need only confirm, not evaluate, your performance.

This is not a traditional course: 
there are no meeting times associated with this course.

Grading:
This experience is evaluated on a pass or fail basis.
